DRAW A JEW REDONE

Time needed 15-20 minutes
Age range Any teen
Background of teen | Any background
Set up Classroom setup
Goals:

To help remove the problems of ethnical and racial stereotyping while helping with relationships

Relevance:

Active Learning:
Have the teens use their pens and paper to draw a picture of a Jew. They should have no more than 5
minutes and even less if everyone is finished. Don’t let them wait if no one is drawing. It is better to not
have too many pictures and start than wait too long. Some will ask if you want a stereotypical picture just
repeat draw a Jew however you want.
Ask for volunteers to show their picture. You will have a variety of pictures. A) the stick figure B) the
Chassidic Jew C)other Jewish stereotypes like big noses and money D)the self-portrait and maybe some
other varieties.
Notice how a majority won’t draw pictures of themselves or anyone in the room. Most will have beards side
locks, money, big noses but not like you or even me.
At this point if there aren’t any good pictures (or even if there are) you can show the attached pictures that
where drawn at a multicultural day in a public high school in Philadelphia. (see attached). In addition just
search Jewish pictures on google and the beginning ones will all be Chassidic Jews and not just regular
pictures of me or you.
Supplies needed:

1. Blank paper

2. Pens

3. Videos

Step by step planning:

Time Facilitator Activity Teen activity
5 minutes Give out paper and pens and ask teens to draw a Jew Teens draw
10 minutes Facilitate discussion using questions Discussion

5 minutes Watch you tube clip(s) Watch clips

5 minutes Wrap up




Facilitation Questions:

Your pictures obviously take into account the external appearances of what a Jew looks like.
1. Can you depict externally internal feelings or beliefs?

Can externals depict that difference?

Why do you think these stereotypes exist?
Do you associate with the person you drew?
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Why did you not draw yourself; you are a Jew?

Wrap up message and Torah thought:

When you think of a Jewish person do you think of what you drew?
If  would have said draw a religious Jew or a non-religious Jew would your picture be different?

Did you draw using stereotypes of what Jews are?

Does the picture reflect who you are or someone you know?
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Talk about Jewish Stereotypes and then stereotypes in general. If you meet someone most people go
through a mental checklist of how they expect the person to be based on their race religion or ethnicity. No
matter what type of activity we do; we can do draw a “blank” and we still have the same outcome. We all
tend to judge people before we even get to meet them in a real way.
